From August 6th ï 

30th the Rivershed So-

ciety of BC (RSBC) 

will host the Sustain-

able Living Leadership 

Program (SLLP), an 

exciting three-week 

outdoor education pro-

gram. 

Geared to those inter-

ested in fisheries, envi-

ronmental education, 

outdoor adventure tour-

ism or project planning, 

the SLLP includes 

team building exer-

cises, conflict resolu-

tion, communication 

skills and critical think-

ing. 

Camping along the 

banks of the Fraser, 

students study the 

fauna and flora, water-

sheds, ecosystems, the 

water cycle, resource 

management and what 

a truly sustainable fish-

ery would look like. 

They meet with the 

RSBCôs extensive net-

work of First Nation 

and Non-Native Fraser 

River community stew-

ards as they pass 

through their communi-
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
